What is the SR61B Cordless Scanner
The SR61B Cordless Scanner is a rugged purpose-built handheld 
scanner with an ergonomic design. It uses a Bluetooth™ radio for RF 
communications.

Charging the Battery
The SR61B uses a lithium-ion battery as its main power source. You 
need to fully charge the battery before you can use the SR61B.

Make sure you fully charge the battery before you start using the 
SR61B.

To charge the battery
• Place the SR61B with the battery installed in the desktop/wall 

mount 1-bay charger (AC5). 

Or,

• Remove the battery from the SR61B, and insert the battery into 
the 2-bay, 4-bay, or 8-bay (AC6, AC7, or AC8) charger.

For more information, see “Required Accessories” on page 12.

Checking the Battery Status
The SR61B status light automatically displays a low battery signal 
(blinking red) when less than 20% of the battery capacity remains. If 
so, you need to charge the battery. 

Status light signals are different when the scanner is docked in a 
charger. For more information, see “Status Light” on page 6.

The battery pack used in this device may ignite, create a chemical 
burn hazard, explode, or release toxic materials if mistreated. Do 
not incinerate, disassemble, or heat above 100°C (212°F). Charge 
only with Intermec Models AC5, AC6, AC7, and AC8 (see “SR61 2-
Bay, 4-Bay, or 8-Bay Charger” on page 12). Do not short circuit; 
may cause burns. Keep away from children.

Use only Intermec battery pack Model AB3 (P/N 075082-xxx). Use 
of incorrect battery pack may present risk of fire or explosion. 
Promptly dispose of used battery pack according to the 
instructions.

Turning On the SR61B
The following procedure describes how to turn on the SR61B.

To turn on the SR61B
• Pull and release the trigger.

The SR61B beeps 2 times and vibrates at power-up by default. 

It enters a discoverable state and remains discoverable for about 5 
minutes (before automatically shutting off, can be configured). While 
the SR61B is discoverable and in communications range, your host 
Bluetooth device can discover your SR61B and establish a Bluetooth 
connection. 

If your SR61B is already connected to a Bluetooth device (blue 
Intermec Ready-to-Work indicator on), it is not discoverable.

Understanding the SR61B Behavior
The SR61B uses lights, beeps and vibrations to indicate if a bar code 
has been successfully decoded. The lights and beeps described in this 
section are new and do not correspond to the legacy SR61B models 
(SR61BV, SR61BA, SR61BL or SR61BE).

Intermec-Ready-to-Work Indicator
The Intermec-Ready-to-Work indicator ™ (blue LED) gives 
information about the Bluetooth connection. When a connection has 
been established the light is always on (blue) unless the scanner is 
docked in a charge base. In this case the blue light turns off even 
though the Bluetooth connection is still active.

When using your scanner to scan bar codes (blue light on) your 
scanner will also flash status information using green or red lights. 
See the Status Light information in the next section.

Note: If you prefer to use the legacy beep and LED mode you can 
activate the legacy mode using EasySet. For information on using 
EasySet see “Configuring Your Scanner with EasySet” on page 35.

Blue Intermec Ready-to-Work Indicator

Light State What it Means

Off A Bluetooth connection has not been established.
OR
Scanner is docked in a charge base.

Blinking, slow The scanner is trying to establish a Bluetooth 
connection with a Bluetooth device.

Blinking, fast The scanner is awaiting user acknowledgement in a 
pairing procedure.

On A Bluetooth connection to the base station or host 
computer is established. The SR61B is ready to scan 
bar codes and send data.

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Status Light
The status light flashes green or red to indicate the status of the 
scanner and/or battery. Status information is sometimes shown even 
if the Intermec Ready-to-Work Indicator is on. This way the scanner 
can communicate more than one type of information at the same 
time. 

For example while the blue LED is on to show that there is a 
Bluetooth connection, the scanner will flash green when you have 
successfully scanned a bar code.

Note: By default the Intermec Ready-to-Work light is enabled however 
you can disable the light if desired. You can also change the color. See 
EasySet version 5. 6. 5. 4. for more information.

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Beeps and Vibrate Alert
The SR61B beeps to give you audio feedback and vibrates when 
performing some functions. For example, you hear a beep each time 
you scan a valid bar code.

Using Vibrate Alert
You can configure the SR61B to vibrate when it successfully decodes a 
bar code. This feature can be useful in these situations:

• You are in a noisy environment, such as a busy warehouse, where it 
can be difficult to hear the beep. 

• You are working in a quiet environment, such as a library, where 
you do not want to make a lot of noise.

Default SR61B Beep and Vibrate Alert Descriptions

Beep Sequence What it Means

Single beep The SR61B successfully scanned a bar code. 

Two fast beeps and 
vibrates

Power-up.

Two fast beeps The SR61B successfully scanned a configuration bar 
code

Two beeps, bitonal The SR61B is docked correctly in the SR61B Charge

Six very fast beeps Transmission error
OR
Configuration bar code was not accepted

Scanning Bar Codes

The SR61B contains either a 1D linear imager (SR61B1D), 2D area 
imager (SR61BHP, SR61BDPM), laser scan engine (SR61BL), or near-
far range area imager (SR61BXR) to scan bar code data. The type of 
scan engine you are using and the type of bar code you are decoding 
determines the way you scan the bar code.

When you unpack the SR61B, these bar code symbologies are enabled: 

• Code 39

• Code 128 / GS1-128

• EAN/UPC

• PDF417 (SR61BL, SR61BHP, SR61BDPM and SR61BXR only)

• DataMatrix (SR61BHP, SR61BDPM and SR61BXR only)

Note: For more vibrate alert functions such as error vibrate alert, see 
EasySet version 5.6.5.4 or later.

For the SR61BL, SR61BXR, SR61BHP, SR61BDPM do not look 
directly into the window area or at a reflection of the laser beam 
or laser aiming beam while the laser is scanning. Long-term 
exposure to the laser beam can damage your vision.
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If you are using bar code labels that are encoded in a different 
symbology, you need to enable the symbology on your SR61B. Use 
EasySet version 5.6.5.3 or later to enable and disable symbologies for 
your scanner. EasySet is available on the Intermec web site at 
www.intermec.com.

Before you can scan bar codes and send data to your data collection 
application, you need to establish a Bluetooth connection between 
your SR61B and the host device. If your scanner is not connected it 
will emit an error beep when scanning bar codes. For more 
information about establishing a Bluetooth connection, see 
“Connecting the SR61B” on page 17.

To scan a bar code label with an SR61BL or SR61B1D
1 Turn on your scanner by pressing the trigger.

2 Connect your scanner to a Bluetooth device.

3 Point the SR61B at the bar code label and hold the SR61B at a 
slight angle 5 to 10 cm (2 to 4 in) from the label. 

4 Pull the trigger, and direct the red beam so that it falls across all 
bars in the bar code label. 

Use this test bar code:

Tip: Depending on your screen resolution, you may be able to scan 
bar codes displayed on your computer screen except with SR61BL 
(laser imager). Print out and scan bar codes with the SR61BL.

When the SR61B successfully reads a bar code label, the SR61B 
beeps one time, the status light briefly turns green, and the 
scanner beam turns off. If Vibrate Alert is enabled, the SR61B 
briefly vibrates.

5 Release the trigger.
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Scanning Bar Codes: The aiming and scanner beams that you see depend 
on which SR61B model you are using.

To scan omni-directionally with the SR61BHP, SR61BDPM or SR61BXR
1 Point the scanner window at the bar code label and hold the 

SR61B steady a few inches from the label.

2 Pull the trigger.

• If you are scanning with one of the 2D imagers, use the laser 
framing to position the imager over the bar code or area to 
capture.

3 When the SR61B successfully reads a bar code label, the SR61B 
beeps one time, the status light briefly turns green, and the 
scanner lighting turns off. If Vibrate Alert is enabled, the SR61B 
briefly vibrates.

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Introducing SR61B Bluetooth Connections
You can use Bluetooth radio communications to connect up to seven 
SR61B scanners to the following devices:

• Intermec computers that are Bluetooth-enabled

• Intermec SD61 Base Station

• Other Bluetooth-enabled devices that support Serial Port Profile 
(SPP) or Human Interface Device Profile (HID)

The SR61B can also be connected as a keyboard wedge to a Bluetooth-
enabled host PC via an Intermec software, SmartWedgeLite™.

Before connecting the SR61B to a host device, note the Bluetooth 
address for the:

• Host Bluetooth device

• SR61B

SR61B Bluetooth Address: The SR61B Bluetooth address is located on the 
scanner label.

To connect to a host device, you may need to install EasySet, the 
Intermec configuration application that allows you to change settings 
on the SR61B. For the SR61B, you need EasySet version 5.6.5.3 or 
later. You can download EasySet at no charge from the Intermec web 
site at www.intermec.com.

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Out of Range Behavior
If the Bluetooth connection is lost (out of range, scanner battery too 
low, etc.) the scanner will automatically try to reconnect once the 
problem is resolved (back in to range, recharge scanner battery, etc.). If 
you try to read a bar code while the scanner is disconnected from the 
host, the scanner will emit an error beep.

Connecting the SR61B to an Intermec Computer

1 Turn on the SR61B by pulling the trigger.

2 Scan the Bluetooth association bar code label that ships with your 
Intermec computer. If you do not have a Bluetooth association bar 
code label for your Intermec computer, use EasySet to create a 
Bluetooth connect bar code. For help, see the EasySet software.

Tip: Depending on your screen resolution, you may be able to scan 
this bar code displayed on your computer screen.

The SR61B beeps twice, the green status light flashes twice, and 
the blue Intermec Ready-to-Work™ indicator starts blinking. On 
your Intermec computer, the Authen. Request dialog box appears.

3 In the Enter PIN field, enter the default PIN (0000) and select OK. 

When the SR61B connects to your Intermec computer, the SR61B 
emits a series of beeps from low to high, and the blue Intermec 
Ready-to-Work indicator turns on and stays on. The SR61B is 
ready to scan data.

Note: When you first connect to an Intermec computer, only 
SR61B settings common to the Intermec computer’s 
internal scanner settings are changed to the internal 
scanner’s default settings.
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4 Repeat Steps 1 to 3 to connect up to seven scanners to the 
Intermec computer.

Connecting the SR61B to an Intermec SD61 Base 
Station

You can connect up to seven Intermec Bluetooth scanners to the 
SD61 Base Station.

To connect up to 7 scanners
1 Connect the SD61 base station to a host device using the correct 

cable for your interface (see the SD61 Base Station User’s Guide 
available on our web site at www.intermec.com).

2 With an Intermec Bluetooth scanner, scan the association bar code 
on the top of the SD61 Base Station. If you do not have a 
Bluetooth association bar code label for your base station, use 
EasySet to create a Bluetooth connect bar code. For help, see the 
EasySet software.

The scanner beeps twice, the green status light flashes twice and 
the blue Intermec Ready-to-Work indicator starts blinking. When 
the scanner connects to the base station it emits a series of beeps 
from low to high. The blue Intermec Ready-to-Work indicator 
turns on and stays on for both the scanner and base station. 

3 To add more scanners, repeat steps 1 and 2.

Note: You can also use the Intermec Bluetooth Scanner Wizard on the 
Intermec computer. For help, see the documentation for your 
Intermec computer.
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Connecting the SR61B to Other Bluetooth 
Devices

The cordless SR61B scanner can communicate with a host device 
through the Bluetooth communications Human Interface Device 
Profile (HID) and Serial Port Profile (SPP).

HID Bluetooth Device Connection
With the HID profile, your SR61B is recognized as a keyboard. 
Connection information is stored, meaning that if the scanner loses 
connection (out of range, low battery, etc.), it will try to reconnect as 
soon as possible (back into range, charged battery, etc.). Moreover, no 
specific software is needed in HID profile as opposed to SPP profile to 
collect data. HID profile is available with software version BF4_252 
and later.

Before trying to pair and connect your scanner, make sure:

• it is not already trying to establish a Bluetooth connection. If so, 
the blue Intermec Ready-to-Work indicator blinks; read the 
Bluetooth device disconnect bar code.

Bluetooth Device Disconnect

• it is not already paired with your Bluetooth device. If so, remove it 
from your host’s Bluetooth devices list.

• your host is set to allow Bluetooth device connections.

Pairing and Connecting as an HID Bluetooth Device
This section describes how to pair and connect your scanner from 
your host PC.

To pair and connect as an HID Bluetooth device
1 Turn on your scanner by pulling the trigger.
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2 Scan the Bluetooth device profile - HID configuration bar code

Bluetooth Device Profile - HID

3 Double-click the Bluetooth icon on your task bar. The Bluetooth 
Devices listing all paired devices window appears.

4 Click on the command for adding a Bluetooth device (Add or Add 
a device depending on operating systems). The wizard for adding 
Bluetooth devices appears.

5 Follow the on screen instructions until your host searches for 
Bluetooth devices. The SR61B scanner appears in the Bluetooth 
device list as a keyboard in the following format: SR61B - BDA, 
where BDA is the scanner’s Bluetooth Device Address.

You can find the BDA on the scanner’s label.

6 Select your scanner and validate.

7 If a PIN is required (depending on your host operating system and 
Bluetooth version), enter the default Bluetooth PIN (0000) and 
validate. 

Your scanner automatically connects to the host: it emits a series 
of beeps from low to high, and the blue Intermec Ready-to-Work 
indicator turns solid blue.

Note: If the scanner does not appear in the list, it might be already 
paired with the host. Under some operating systems, already 
paired Bluetooth devices do not appear in the Bluetooth device 
search list.

Note: A pairing confirmation can be enabled. If so, the blue Intermec 
Ready-to-Work indicator starts blinking rapidly at this stage, 
indicating that the scanner is awaiting acknowledgement. Pull the 
trigger to complete the pairing procedure.
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SPP Bluetooth Device Connection
The SPP profile allows your SR61B to use the Bluetooth link as a 
serial port to communicate with your host device. If you are using an 
application working with serial ports, you do not need to modify it to 
collect data with the SR61B.

Before connecting your scanner you must first pair it to your host. 
Then you can connect your scanner to your host by initiating the 
Bluetooth connection either from your SR61B scanner (incoming 
connection) or from your host (outgoing connection):

• A scanner-initiated connection (incoming) requires reading a 
Bluetooth association bar code then opening the incoming port 
from an application such as a terminal emulation program.

The advantage of this method is that the scanner automatically 
tries to reconnect to the host each time the connection is lost.

This method is recommended for collecting data in your data 
collection software.

• A host-initiated connection (outgoing) requires opening the 
outgoing port from an application such as EasySet or a terminal 
emulation program.

The advantage of this method is that no Bluetooth association bar 
code is required. However, if the connection with the host is lost, 
you must re-connect using the connection procedure.

This method is recommended for setting up your scanner online 
using EasySet.

Before trying to pair or connect your scanner, make sure:

• it is not already trying to establish a Bluetooth connection. If so, 
the blue Intermec Ready-to-Work indicator blinks; read the 
Bluetooth device disconnect bar code.

Bluetooth Device Disconnect

• it is not already paired with your Bluetooth device. If so, remove it 
from your host’s Bluetooth devices list or skip the pairing step.

• your host is set to allow Bluetooth device connections.
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Pairing as an SPP Bluetooth Device
This section describes how to pair your scanner from your host PC.

To pair as an SPP Bluetooth device
1 Turn on your scanner by pulling the trigger.

2 Scan the Bluetooth device profile - SPP configuration bar code.

Bluetooth Device Profile - SPP (*)

3 Double-click the Bluetooth icon on your task bar. The Bluetooth 
Devices window appears.

4 Click on the command for adding a Bluetooth device (Add or Add 
a device depending on operating systems). The wizard for adding 
Bluetooth devices appears.

5 Follow the on screen instructions until your host searches for 
Bluetooth devices. The SR61B scanner appears in the Bluetooth 
device list in the following format: SR61B - BDA, where BDA is the 
scanner’s Bluetooth Device Address.

You can find the BDA on the scanner’s label.

6 Select your scanner and validate.

7 If a PIN is required (depending on your host operating system and 
Bluetooth version), enter the default Bluetooth PIN (0000) and 
validate. 

Your scanner is now paired with your host. Two virtual Standard 
serial ports over Bluetooth link (incoming and outgoing) are 
created.

Note: A pairing confirmation can be enabled. If so, the blue Intermec 
Ready-to-Work indicator starts blinking rapidly at this stage, 
indicating that the scanner is awaiting acknowledgement. Pull the 
trigger to complete the pairing procedure.
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8 Note the COM port numbers and port type (incoming, outgoing) 
for example by opening the Bluetooth settings from the Bluetooth 
icon in the taskbar or the operating system Device Manager.

Connecting from your Host as an SPP Bluetooth Device
This section describes how to perform a host-initiated connection, for 
example prior to setting up your scanner online using EasySet.

To connect from the host
1 Once your scanner is paired with your host, turn it on by pulling 

the trigger. Make sure it is set as an SPP Bluetooth device.

2 Start EasySet version 5.6.5.3 or later. Make sure that SR61B is 
selected as your product.

When the scanner connects to your host PC, it emits a series of 
beeps from low to high, and the blue Intermec Ready-to-Work 
indicator turns solid blue.

7 To disconnect from EasySet, select Communication > 
Disconnect.

When the scanner disconnects from your host PC, it emits a series 
of beeps from high to low, and the blue Intermec Ready-to-Work 
indicator turns off.

Note: You can also connect your scanner to your host from any 
terminal emulation program by opening the required port.
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Connecting from your Scanner as an SPP Bluetooth 
Device
This section describes how to perform a scanner-initiated connection, 
for example prior to collecting data.

To connect from the scanner
1 Once your scanner is paired, turn it on by pulling the trigger. Make 

sure it is set as an SPP Bluetooth device.

2 Start EasySet version 5.6.5.3 or later. Make sure that SR61B is 
selected as your product.

3 Select the Interface > Bluetooth > Connect/disconnect folder.

4 Double-click on the Compose BT address command. A 
Bluetooth - Connect/disconnect - Compose BT address 
window opens.

5 Compose your host Bluetooth Device Address (BDA) and click 
OK. The Bluetooth association bar code is created.

6 Print and read the Bluetooth association bar code. The blue 
Intermec Ready-to-Work starts blinking.

7 Open the incoming port that you noted at the end of the pairing 
procedure, for example from a terminal emulation program.

When the scanner connects to your host PC, it emits a series of 
beeps from low to high, and the blue Intermec Ready-to-Work 
indicator turns solid blue.

8 To disconnect, close the incoming port.

When the scanner disconnects from your host PC, it emits a series 
of beeps from high to low, and the blue Intermec Ready-to-Work 
indicator turns off. The LED starts blinking.
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Connecting the SR61B as a Keyboard Wedge
You can connect your SR61B to your host PC in SPP profile as a 
keyboard wedge using a dedicated Intermec software, 
SmartWedgeLite. 

Connecting as a keyboard wedge lets your host PC receive data from 
the SR61B as it would from a keyboard. This can be useful if you do 
not want to set your scanner as an HID Bluetooth device and still 
collect data in your business applications.

Before connecting your scanner using SmartWedgeLite, make sure:

• your host PC is Bluetooth-enabled,

• your scanner is set as an SPP Bluetooth device,

• your host PC has SmartWedgeLite installed.

To connect your scanner as a keyboard wedge using SmartWedgeLite
1 Start SmartWedgeLite.

Problems and Possible Solutions 

Problem Possible Solution

You pull the trigger, but 
nothing happens.

The SR61B is powered by a rechargeable lithium-
ion battery. Make sure the battery is not fully 
discharged. Charge the battery then try scanning 
again.
To recharge your SR61B scanner, see “Charging 
the Battery” on page 3.

The Status Light blinks 
red slowly.

The battery is low. Charge the battery.
To recharge your SR61B scanner, see “Charging 
the Battery” on page 3.

You pull the trigger, the 
red scanning beam (1D) 
or laser framing (2D) 
turns on, but you 
cannot successfully scan 
a bar code.

Try these possible solutions:
• Make sure that the SR61B is configured for the 

symbology you are scanning. 
• Make sure that the SR61B is at the appropriate 

scanning distance and angle from the bar code. 
Move the SR61B closer and farther away and 
tilt it up and down to find the appropriate 
distance and angle.

• Make sure that the SR61B is configured for the 
type (1D, 2D) of bar code you are scanning.

• Make sure the bar code you are trying to scan is 
not poorly printed or too small. Scan a known 
good bar code to make sure that the SR61B is 
working properly.

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You scan a bar code and 
the status light turns 
on, but the SR61B does 
not beep.

The beep duration, volume, frequency, and 
number may be configured so the SR61B does not 
beep. To reset the SR61B, scan this bar code:

Reset factory defaults

You scan a 
(configuration) bar code 
and the SR61B emits six 
very fast beeps. 

The SR61B does not recognize or support the 
configuration bar code you scanned, or has lost 
connection with your host (out of range, low 
battery, disconnected SD61 Base Station cable...). 
Check that the SR61B supports the configuration 
bar code and try to re-establish the Bluetooth 
connection by:
• getting back into range, or
• recharging your scanner, or
• reconnecting the SD61 Base Station cable to 

your host, or
• following the Bluetooth connection procedure 

from start (see “Connecting the SR61B” on 
page 17).

You scan a bar code, the 
SR61B beeps twice, and 
the status light blinks 
green twice, but the data 
is not transmitted to the 
host computer.

Try these possible solutions:
• Make sure that your data collection application 

is set up to receive data from the SR61B.
• If you are using an SD61 Base Station 

connected to your host using an RS-232 cable, 
make sure that the serial parameters on the 
SR61B match the serial parameters of the host 
computer. The default serial parameters for the 
SR61B are: 19200 baud, 8 data bits, no parity, 
and 1 stop bit.

Problems and Possible Solutions (continued)

Problem Possible Solution
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You cannot establish a 
Bluetooth connection 
with your scanner.

There might be a problem with your host 
Bluetooth interface. Try to:
• disable then enable your host Bluetooth radio 

from the Device Manager, or
• unplug then plug again your Bluetooth 

adapter, if applicable, or
• reset the SR61B by reading Reset factory 

defaults bar code.

You are trying to 
establish a Bluetooth 
connection from a host 
device to your SR61B, 
but the host device 
cannot find it.

Try these possible solutions:
• Make sure that the SR61B is in a discoverable 

state.
• Make sure the SR61B is not connected and 

paired to another Bluetooth device. 
In both cases, read the Reset factory defaults bar 
code to reset the SR61B to its default settings and 
disconnect Bluetooth communications. Then try 
establishing a connection again.

You established a 
Bluetooth connection 
with an Intermec 
computer, and the 
settings on your SR61B 
were restored to their 
default values.

Problem Possible Solution
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Maintaining the SR61B
To keep your SR61B in good working order, you may need to upgrade 
the SR61B firmware and clean the scanner window. Should you 
encounter any unresponsiveness, you can electrically reset the 
scanner.

Upgrading the SR61B
You may need to upgrade the SR61B firmware if there is an update 
that incorporates changes to a feature or adds functionality to the 
scanner. When you upgrade your scanner the current settings are 
erased and replaced with the default settings. You need to reestablish 
Bluetooth communications between your SR61B and other Bluetooth 
devices and applications in your data collection system. 

The process of upgrading the SR61B takes about 5 minutes to 
complete.

To upgrade the SR61B you need:

• a Bluetooth interface with your host, such as an internal 
Bluetooth controller or a Bluetooth external adapter.

• Minimum PC operating system requirements are Microsoft® 
Windows® XP with SP2 or Microsoft Windows 2000 with SP4 or 
higher versions.

• EasySet version 5.6.5.3 (see “Configuring Your Scanner with 
EasySet” on page 35) or later with WinFlash.

• The firmware update file — .wbf, Winflash Binary File (formerly 
known as .bin or LDR files).

Your scanner can be paired or not with your host prior to upgrading 
it. The following procedures cover both cases.

Note: Before you start the upgrade process, make sure that you are not 
using the selected COM port for any other application or you receive 
an error and cannot use the COM port.
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To upgrade the SR61B firmware when your scanner is already paired 
with your host

Cleaning the SR61B
Clean the scanner window as often as needed for the environment in 
which you are using the SR61B. To clean the scanner window, you can 
use soapy water, a solution of ammonia and water, or isopropyl 
alcohol.

Note: If the firmware download is not successful, you must restart the 
firmware download procedure.

Opening the SR61B may cause damage to the internal 
components.
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To clean the scanner window 
1 Dip a clean towel or rag in soapy water, ammonia and water 

solution, or isopropyl alcohol and wring out the excess. Wipe the 
scanner window. Do not allow any abrasive material to touch the 
window.

2 Wipe dry with a lint-free cloth.

Recovering the SR61B
The following procedures describe how to reset your scanner when it 
is unresponsive and how to rescue it if you inadvertently set it up in a 
configuration that prevents any extra configuration.

Resetting the SR61B
If your SR61B does not respond when you pull the trigger, you can 
reset it. When you reset your SR61B, the scanner control firmware is 
restarted. 

To reset your SR61B
• Remove and install again the battery from the SR61B.

If you have a Bluetooth connection, the SR61B disconnects from the 
host device. After a reset, the SR61B tries to reestablish a Bluetooth 
connection with the host device when you turn it on.

Rescuing the SR61B
If you cannot configure your SR61B anymore because it is in a locking 
configuration (for example, if you inadvertently disabled the trigger), 
you can rescue it. When you rescue your scanner, factory default 
settings are restored including custom default settings.

To rescue your SR61B
1 Reset your scanner by removing and installing again the battery.

2 Pull the trigger for 10 seconds approximately, until the red LED 
lights up.

3 Release the trigger then press it rapidly five times while the red 
LED is on (2 seconds).

The green LED stays on while the scanner beeps as a confirmation 
(six-beep melody), then the scanner powers off.
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Note: If your scanner does not turn on despite a reset and/or rescue 
procedure, and despite using a correct AB3 battery (P/N 075082-xxx, 
at least partially charged), please contact your Intermec representative.
